District Indianawill convene to formally swear in its newest district judge, the Honorable

Judge Lawrence had previously served as a magistrate judge in the Southern District of
Indiana and was nominated by President George W. Bush to fill a vacant seat on the
bench of the United States District Court. The vacancy was created by the elevation of
Judge John Daniel Tinder to the United States Court of Appeals for the Seventh Circuit
last year. Judge Lawrence is the first magistrate judge in the Southern District to be
elevated to the District Court.

Prior to his appointment as a magistrate judge, Judge L awrence was Presiding Judge of
the Marion County Circuit Court, where he served from 1996 to 2002.
